2009 has been a year of growth, change 
and learning for the Streetohome 
Foundation. With significant input from 
partners and community stakeholders, 
our focus has been to develop a 
plan that will guide and measure our 
collective efforts to prevent and reduce 
homelessness in Vancouver. We look 
forward to releasing the plan in early 
2010. 

“It has been encouraging to see 
partners coming together in the 
community with the same goal and 
vision to reduce homelessness in 
Vancouver,” says John McLernon, 
Board Chair of Streetohome Foundation.

 
To meet some of the immediate need, 
we have made funding commitments 

to a number of projects that will assist 
populations that we have identified as 
high priority: women and children, youth 
aging out of foster care, and individuals 
who are chronically homeless.

 
In partnership with the Mental Health 
Commission of Canada, we have 
committed $860,000 to help fund 
supportive housing for 100 homeless 
individuals with mental health 
challenges as part of a research 
demonstration project. 

 
Women with children who lack housing 
are particularly vulnerable. Every 
year, 100 women and their newborn 
children leave BC Women’s Hospital 
without a clearly identified place to call 
home. The children are usually placed 
into foster care and the women often 

have no support. We have committed 
$500,000 to the Aboriginal Mother 
Centre to provide 16 units of housing 
for homeless women and their children. 
Construction is well underway and will 
be completed in the summer of 2010.

Streetohome also donated $250,000 
toward housing 25 chronically homeless 
individuals through renovations to the 
London Hotel. Residents receive hot 
meals and support to connect them with 
counseling and addictions treatment.

Our work is just beginning, and thanks 
to strong community partners and 
widespread goodwill, we are very 
optimistic about further progress in 
2010.
